SYMPTOM 

The pedal axle set (039169-Z/0000090853) has been discontinued. 

REASON 

The one-piece crank is no longer available from our vender as of March 2016, so it has been discontinued. 

SOLUTION 

1. JHT has created the new pedal axle set (1000387880).

Old – pedal axle set (e.g. kits no. #039179-Z) with one-piece crank 

New – pedal axle set (kits no. #1000387880) with three-piece crank and pedal set 

2. Installation instructions begin on Page 2.

3. The new pedal axle set is available beginning in July 2016.

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SOP for pedal axle set installation 

NOTE: This SOP only shows how to install pedal axle set into frame. Please refer to the service manual for 
instructions showing how to remove the drive axle set from the frame.

2. Install the bearing (item #4 in the table) into 
the left side of the frame.

3. Slide the pedal axle set (item #1 in the table) 
into the frame from the right side.

1. Clean the bearing frame and dab a fixative 
(Blue Loctite 243 is recommended) inside of 
housing in the frame (two sides) prior to 
installation of new drive axle set.



SOP for pedal axle set installation 

4. Install the snap ring (item #5 in the table) to
secure the bearing on the left side of the frame.

5. Install the 3 screws to secure the bearings
on both sides.

6. Install the drive belt.

8. Install the left and right side covers.

7. Use a hook or loop of wire to install the spring
on the frame.



SOP for pedal axle set installation 

9. Using a Hexagon-Socket-Head sleeve 
wrench, install the washer (item #6 in the table) 
and nut (item #7 in the table) to hold the crank 
(item #2 & #3 in the table) to the pedal axle set.

NOTE: Torque the nut to 80 N-m/800 kgf-cm.

10. Use a slotted screwdriver to fix the cover
(item #8 in the table) to the crank.

11. Use a pedal wrench to attach the
pedals (item #9 in the table).
